RESTORING GOD’S PEOPLE (A REDEMPTIVE JOURNEY)
Title: Redeemed to Bear Fruit
Walking in Gifts and Grace for Community Impact

Session 1: The Power of Redemption
Key Scripture: Ephesians 1:7
"In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, in accordance with the riches of God’s grace."
Explanation:
Redemption is not just about being saved from sin, but being restored to purpose. Through Christ’s blood, we are set free—not only from our past but into a future of fruitfulness. The grace of God isn’t a one-time event; it's a daily invitation to walk in new identity and mission. Many believers stop at forgiveness and never step into the fullness of their redemptive purpose. But redemption reclaims what was lost and repositions us to impact others.
Illustration:
A pawned item, once redeemed, is not only retrieved but restored to its owner for use. So too, God doesn’t just forgive us—He puts us back into meaningful service.
Challenge Questions:
1. How have you seen God's redemption shape your life story?
2. Are there areas where you still live as though you're "unredeemed" or disqualified?
3. What is one way you can use your redemption story to serve someone else this week?













Session 2: Called By Name – Your Identity In Christ

Key Scripture: Isaiah 43:1
But now, this is what the Lord says—
    he who created you, Jacob,
    he who formed you, Israel:
“Do not fear, for I have redeemed you;
    I have summoned you by name; you are mine.

Explanation:
	God who is the Creator of all things, reiterates His creative effort in the nation Israel.  He reassures them that He has chosen and saved them for Himself.  He called them for His purpose as He establishes a close relationship with them and to make them known as the people of God.

Illustration:
	The coach cum manager of a world-class football team makes known to his team members that he knows all their strengths, skills and capabilities.  He has specifically chosen each one of them to put together his team.  This he did for the purpose of forming an unbeatable world-class football team to whom they belong.

Questions:
1) How do you feel knowing that God has chosen you and given you spiritual gifts according to His purpose?
2) How will you use what God has given you in order to honour and glorify Him?










Session 3: The Fruit of the Spirit – The Character of the Redeemed
Key Scripture: Galatians 5:22–23
"But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control."
Explanation:
Galatians 5:22–23 reveals how the Holy Spirit transforms believers, producing qualities like love, joy, peace, self-control and more. These fruits reflect the true character of the redeemed, demonstrating Christ’s work in shaping their hearts and lives to mirror God’s nature in every thought, word, and action. 
Illustration:
Think of a lamp plugged into a power source. When connected, it naturally shines light without effort. Similarly, when believers remain connected to the Holy Spirit, their lives naturally produce the fruit of the Spirit—love, joy, peace, and more—reflecting God’s power shining through them.
Application:
Cultivate the Spirit’s fruit by daily prayer, Bible study, and obedience. Show love and kindness in relationships, practice patience during challenges, and exercise self-control in decisions. Let the Spirit guide your actions so your life reflects Christ’s character, impacting others with His peace and goodness.
Challenge Questions:
1. In what ways does the fruit of the Spirit currently show in my relationships, and where do I see room for growth?
2. What specific habits or attitudes hinder me from fully living out the Spirit’s fruit in my daily life?
3. How can I intentionally rely more on the Holy Spirit’s guidance and strength during challenging or stressful situations?







Session 4: Equipped to Serve – Discovering Your Gifts
Key Scripture: 1 Peter 4:10
"Each of you should use whatever gift you have received to serve others, as faithful stewards of God's grace in its various forms."
Explanation:
Our salvation from God is not only about being forgiven of our sins.  In 1 Peter 1:16, we are called to be holy and to love one another earnestly from a pure heart (1 Peter 1:22).  1 Peter 4:10 calls us to be faithful stewards of whatever gift we have received by using them to serve others.  God gives it to us out of His grace.  Each one of us has a gift to serve others so that in everything, God may be glorified through Christ.  
We then need to discover what gift has been given to us through serving others.  We can rightly ask ourselves what gift/skill/talent we have and what things we can do, but most of the time, we discover them by trying them out or doing them.  As we discover them, we need to be faithful stewards to continue to use and develop them by serving others.
Illustration:
Anything that we have, whether they are shoes, clothes, bags, or electronic items, if left unused over a period of time, will eventually be wasted and thrown away.  Likewise, whatever gift God has given us needs to be used in service to others.
Challenge Questions:
1. What are some gifts that give you life or bring you joy when you do them?  Why do these gifts give you joy?
2. What are some things that you feel you have to do or should do, but if given the choice, you won’t want to do it?  Why do you feel that way?
3. Are there gifts that you shy away from, and others have encouraged you to explore?









Session 5: From Brokenness to Blessing – Redeeming Our Scars
Key Scripture: Genesis 50:20
"You intended to harm me, but God intended it for good to accomplish what is now being done, the saving of many lives."
Context & Interpretation:
These are the words of Joseph to his brothers, who had once betrayed him, selling him into slavery out of jealousy. After years of suffering, unjust imprisonment, and eventual elevation to a position of power in Egypt, Joseph recognizes God's hand through it all. What others meant for evil, God used for a greater purpose. This verse reveals God's sovereignty in turning pain into purpose, and brokenness into blessing not just for the individual, but for the benefit of many.
Illustration:
Think of a stained-glass window: from up close, it looks like a collection of broken pieces. But when the light shines through from behind, those fragments form a beautiful and powerful picture. Our lives may carry broken pieces, scars, hurts, regrets but when surrendered to God, they become part of a larger story that reflects His glory and brings healing to others.
Application:
Instead of hiding or resenting your scars, invite God to redeem them. Your past pain can become someone else’s encouragement. Whether it's a personal failure, a season of suffering, or a relationship wound God can use it all. Reflect on how He has already brought good out of hardship in your life and ask Him to continue shaping your story for His purposes.
Challenge Questions:
• Are there wounds in my life I haven’t yet surrendered to God for healing or purpose?
• How has God already turned my past pain into something meaningful?
• Who around me might need hope from the testimony of how God is redeeming my scars?








Session 6: Redeemed for Community – Living Beyond Yourself
Key Scripture: Acts 2:44–45
"All the believers were together and had everything in common… They gave to anyone as he had need."
Explanation:
When people are truly redeemed by Christ, their lives begin to bear visible fruit—especially in how they live in community. The early believers shared everything, even selling possessions to care for one another. This wasn’t forced; it was the natural result of grace transforming their hearts. Redemption isn’t just about personal salvation—it’s about becoming vessels of God’s gifts and grace for others. Walking in the Spirit means living generously, serving freely, and loving sacrificially. That’s the kind of community that impacts the world.
Illustration:
A man once bought a run-down orchard. The trees were old, neglected, and unfruitful. But instead of cutting them down, he began to care for them. He watered the roots, pruned the branches, and fertilized the soil. Over time, the orchard began to change. The trees grew stronger, and in season, they began to bear fruit—not just for the owner, but for the whole community. People came from all around to enjoy the apples, and the once-forgotten orchard became a place of blessing.
Challenge Questions:
· In what practical ways can you share your time, talents, or resources to meet the needs of those around you?
· Are there possessions or comforts you need to let go of in order to live more generously and impact your community?








Session 7: Multiplying Impact – Making Disciples
Key Scripture: Matthew 28:19–20 (NIV)
"Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”
Explanation:
Jesus' final words before ascending into heaven were not casual suggestions, but a clear commission: make disciples. This mandate, known to us as the Great Commission, is not just for missionaries or pastors however it is the personal calling of every follower of Christ.
To "make disciples" is to intentionally help others follow Jesus, not just believe in Him, but grow in Him, obey Him, and become like Him. It includes going (crossing barriers), baptizing (bringing people into covenant community), and teaching (rooting them in obedience and truth). Notice Jesus doesn’t say "make converts" or "gather crowds." His focus is on reproducing mature believers who live out His teachings and replicate the process with others. True discipleship is multiplication, not addition. Additionally, this is not about programs but relationships. Jesus made disciples by inviting people into His life and walking with them, teaching them, correcting them, empowering them. He spent time with the few so they could impact the many. The call to make disciples is not about perfection, but obedient availability. There is no plan B. And He promises something powerful: His presence. "I am with you always" is His assurance that as we go, we do not go alone. The Great Commission is matched by the Great Companion. His Spirit is our guide, strength, and wisdom.

Illustration:
Imagine a single seed planted in good soil. That seed grows into a tree, which bears fruit, and each fruit contains seeds that can become more trees. Discipleship is like this. If one believer disciples another, and each of them disciples someone else, a spiritual orchard emerges produces multiplication, not just growth.
Another idea would be considering a relay race: success depends not just on how fast one runner is, but on passing the baton well. Making disciples is about faithfully passing on the faith and not just what we know, but how we live.

Challenge Questions:
1. Who has God placed in your life right now that you can begin discipling?
(Family, colleagues, younger believers in church, friends exploring faith?)
2. What barriers (internal or external) have kept you from stepping into this call?
(Fear of inadequacy? Time? Not knowing what to say?) What would it look like to trust Jesus' promise of presence?
3. How are you currently being disciple and how are you discipling someone else?
(We grow best when we’re both receiving and giving. Who’s pouring into you, and who are you investing in?)
4. What is one next step you can take this week toward living out the Great Commission?
(Start a regular Bible conversation with someone? Invite them into prayer? Model Christ-like love in a difficult place?)


Session 8: Living a Legacy – A Life That Lasts
Key Scripture: John 15:16
"You did not choose Me, but I chose you and appointed you so that you might go and bear fruit—fruit that will last."

Explanation: Living a Legacy – A Life That Lasts
Jesus reminds us in this verse that our lives are not accidental or purposeless. We were personally chosen and appointed by Him—not just to exist, but to bear lasting fruit. A legacy isn’t built on worldly success, status, or possessions, but on spiritual fruit that endures: love, faith, obedience, and the impact we make on others for Christ. This verse calls us to live intentionally, knowing our lives were designed to make an eternal difference. Legacy is about investing in what outlives us—discipleship, godly character, and kingdom impact. When we abide in Christ, He empowers us to bear fruit that remains long after we’re gone.

Illustration: Planting a Tree That Outlives You
Think of someone planting a tree whose full shade they’ll never sit under. The planter knows that future generations will enjoy its benefits. In the same way, when we love, serve, and lead others in Christ, we’re planting seeds of faith and truth that may flourish beyond our lifetime. You may not always see the immediate results of your obedience or kindness, but God promises that fruit grown in Him will last. A life rooted in Jesus leaves a legacy of hope, faith, and transformation in others.

3. Challenge Questions
1. What kind of “fruit” is your life currently producing—and is it fruit that will last beyond you?
2. Are you living with eternal purpose, or just for what is immediate and temporary?
3. Who are you intentionally investing in today so that your spiritual legacy will impact generations to come?
